 The Nest closes at 5.45pm and if for any unforeseen circumstances I am going to be late, I will contact 

Cambrai Primary School on to inform them. 

 If my child is not collected by 6pm. I will pay a charge of £10 per quarter of an hour, to cover the costs 

of the staff that are legally required to stay. 

 If any child remains at 6:15pm, after doing everything possible to contact parents and emergency 

contacts, then Cambrai Primary School will be required to contact Social Services. 

 Whilst we try to ensure the safety and security of items, we cannot be held responsible for anything lost 

or stolen. 

 Should there be any incidents at The Nest involving my child, then I will be informed of the situation. 

 If my child has an accident, he/she will be treated by a qualified first aider and I will be informed of the 

situation as soon as possible. If there is a situation where my child needs urgent medical treatment and 

I am unavailable, a member of staff from The Nest may sign any consent forms necessary for 

treatment on my behalf.
